In the 3rd Primary School of Komotini we decided to work on various projects related to the European Day of Chocolate.

The first and second class of our school were educated through their respective activities on how chocolate affects our lives and our health, its benefits and negative effects and connected this theme to the existing curriculum using Maths, Language, Environmental Studies, Music, Visual Arts, English, Theatre Education and Computer Studies.
The total duration of our projects were 30-40 teaching hours. We used experiential learning and collaborative learning, many different materials, and teaching aids and the result was a multitude of interesting, educational and of course fun activities.
 A1 classroom with their teacher Mrs Soultana Mavridou-Mavroudi talked about the benefits and negative effects of chocolate. Then they made drinking chocolate in class. They read the recipe and combined it with Maths in terms of the quantity they had to make. 

A2 classroom with Mrs Elena Sapounaki read a comic book in class after Easter “Mr Bunny’s Chocolate Factory” by Elys Dolan which led to a discussion on how chocolate reaches our hands.

So, they found information on the Internet about how cocoa is made, what is its country of origin as well as the benefits of the black chocolate and the recommended daily dose that must be consumed. Furthermore, they mentioned the consequences of over-consuming chocolate.

What made a great impression on them was the fact that white chocolate is not actually a chocolate and inspired by it they decided to make their own comic strip.

 So, their comic was about how two children discover the truth about white chocolate.

A3 classroom with Mrs Rania Santourlidou decided to write a story about a chocolate adventure. The children brainstormed ideas on how chocoland should look like and what kind of adventures they would have there. They also drew pictures of this wondrous place. As a reward they ate chocolate ice cream. Inspired by this place and using words that rhyme they also wrote a poem about this place with the help of their English teacher Mrs Dina Chatzopoulou.
The older children in B class took part in a series of activities which helped them develop their artistic, aesthetic, sensory, linguistic, mathematical, musical, social, cognitive and emotional skills.

B1 classroom with Mrs Fotini Saloupi prompted by the children’s preference to have as a school snack chocolate products, read about the history of chocolate and the dangers that its production faces today. Also, they watched a relevant video and made collages with chocolate packages. They even created their own pralines by melting bars of chocolate and putting them in molds. All these, were done of course while listening to songs about chocolate.

B2 classroom with Mrs Rania Tsitseraki decided to use Language and Artistic Education to make funny stories about chocolate. The children were asked to make an acrostic with the word chocolate. Then they tried to find words for each letter and in the end they had to make stories using these words. The stories were supposed to be funny and didn’t need to be logical. The teacher’s intervention was minimal to allow children’s imagination to unfold freely and in order to make the stories more understandable. The result was a compilation of stories that are funny, odd sometimes and filled with chocolate.

B3 class along with B2 class with their teachers Mrs Rania Tsitseraki and Mrs Peristera Sidera decided to become confectioners for one day and prepared dozens of chocolate treats. They implemented Language in their projects through the use of the Imperative form and Maths for the calculation of the ingredients. Both classes also watched presentations about the history of chocolate and animated videos about the production of chocolate in a factory. They also read the book “Revenge of Chocolate” that dealt with how eating too much chocolate can be harmful and not just fun and pleasure.

During the last day of school all the children of B class prepared a theatrical play about chocoland and a song about chocolate written by Mrs Rania Tsitseraki, with the help of their Theatrical Education teacher Mrs Katerina Anagnostou and their Music teacher Mrs Evdokia Nikolopoulou, which was performed for all the students in school.
Our school cooperated with other schools, exchanged good practices and presented our works to each other. We had frequent meetings and discussions among the teachers of A and B class and with the 13th Infant School. The teachers used different materials and methods in order for children in our school to develop various skills and have fun while doing it.

Also through the BEHAS Erasmus + KA2 programme our school had the opportunity to meet and receive colleagues from all the countries that participate in this programme. We welcomed them to our school where we organized an entertaining activity with their participation. We are completely satisfied with our participation to the European Day of Chocolate.
